Type:  Zone Change, a request by JMAC Resources, Inc., to complete a zone change from Agricultural to Mining on approximately 176.15 acres of land.  The purpose of this request is to establish a Restricted Surface Mine operation.  Concurrently, the Applicant is requesting a Special Notice Permit (Case No. SPN16-0003) to operate an Asphalt and Concrete Batch Plant on-site.  Access to the property will be off Beck Road via a common driveway through Parcel No. 51N06W-25-8000 also owned by the Applicant.  The parcel numbers are 51N06W-36-2600, 51N06W-25-6000, 51N06W-25-6600 and 51N06W-25-7000.  The property is described as: Parcel 1: E2-NW, LT 1, 2 in Section 36, Township 51N, Range 06W B.M. Kootenai County Idaho.  Parcel 2: GOVT LT 4 in Section 25, Township 51N, Range 06W B.M. Kootenai County Idaho.  Parcel 3: N2-SE-SW in Section 25, Township 51N, Range 06W B.M. Kootenai County Idaho.  Parcel 4:  S2-SE-SW in Section 25, Township 51N, Range 06W B.M. Kootenai County Idaho.  The subject site is located at state line just south of State Highway 53.  (Vlad Finkel-Planner)
Staff Presentation:  Vlad Finkel, Planner, addressed Hearing Examiner Mohr referencing documents from the case file.  He stated the surrounding parcel uses include mining which are consistent with the area and Transitional in the Comprehensive Plan.  The applicant has submitted an improved reclamation plan to Idaho Department of Lands which includes the Environmental Protection Agency.  The area is located in the Shared Tier Area of City Impact with no cities providing comment.  The site photographs show historical use of farming hay and no other development on the site.  Mr. Finkel added the applicant also has a Special Notice Permit for an asphalt and concrete batch plant that has just completed the public comment period.  At this point in time the zone change and Special Notice Permit applications have very little opposition or concerns to address.  The site was posted and based on the signed affidavits in the file, the public notice requirements have been met.  
Applicant Presentation:  Dean Gill, Applicant, provided a brief overview of the site stating they purchased 456 acres in Washington and Idaho with 176 acres committed to mining in Idaho.  The zone change to mining is conducive to the area and they intend to keep farming the ground and will mine small sections out to produce mining rock.  The southwest end of the site will be Phase I for approximately 5 years and then go to Phase II while reclaiming Phase I.  He added they are in contact with the utility companies that run through the site and have been given the requirements for setback and reclamation plans.  The site will be an open pit mining for sand and gravel with front end loaders and hauling trucks which will require no blasting.  
Public Testimony: Comment Sheets submitted: 7, Applicant/Representatives - 2; In Favor - 1, Neutral - 1, Opposed – 3.  The names and address of the individuals speaking or submitting comments are part of the record.  
· Neighboring parcels to the north across Highway 53 have well use on parcel 51N06W-25-6000
· Aquifer should be protected
· Easement to a healthy well needs to be ensured for years to come
Applicant Rebuttal:  Steve Syrcle, Applicant Representative, stated restricted mining is an approved practice for general rock.  The aquifer is protected and there would be a buffer between the depth of mining and the aquifer.  The neighboring well would become part of the buffer and they will honor the location of the well.  The design plan for this site includes decades of mining and reclamation by moving slowly north respecting well and aquifer safety.
There being no further comments from the public, testimony was closed on this item at 6:22 p.m.  The Hearing Examiner, Sharon Mohr will review this case and submit her written report to the Board of County Commissioners within two weeks.
